
“Morning by morning, I wake up to find the power 
and comfort of God’s hand in mine. Season by 
season, I watch Him, amaze in awe of the mystery 
of His perfect ways. All I have need of His hand will 
provide, He’s always been faithful to me.” This song 
has continuously echoed in my mind over the last few 
weeks as we just passed the two-year mark of living in 
New England. In September 2020, we transitioned to 
New England with 44% of our needed support. To say 
we were trusting God would be an understatement. But 
WOW! We have watched God be faithful to us as we 
continued to trust Him to take care of us. God is still 
God regardless of where you are in the country, the 
world, or your life.

Family: The family is doing well. Hannah and Titus are 
continuing with piano lessons. I’m told there are plans 
for a recital in the coming months! How exciting to see 
the progress being made. Titus has started school and 
is now in 3rd grade. We have continued to use ACE 
curriculum, and he is excelling in it. Savannah will be 
turning five years old in November! She can grow out 
of the drama stage anytime now.  It seems like we were 
bringing her home from the hospital just yesterday. 
Please continue to pray for Titus and Savannah both to 
be saved at an early age. 

Ministry: God has richly blessed in ministry these past 
few months. I have had the opportunity to start going 
to a new state prison in Maine after some lengthy 
delays with paperwork and training. I also started a 
new county jail in Keene, NH, with a bible study, which 
will prayerfully be an asset to the new church that will 
be planted in Keene next spring. Please continue to 
help me pray for more open doors. God has allowed 
us to be in prison twenty-eight days in these last three 
months and in school five days. I also was privileged to 
have a part in teaching two different volunteer training 
classes and helping prepare twelve different volunteers 
for going into their local jail/prison to reach the inmate 

for Christ. What an honor it is to be able to 
teach others how to 
reach the inmate. 
During September, I 
had the opportunity to 

fly down to Georgia to be in a training class for a new 
part of the ministry that God has allowed me to be a 
part of in addition to what we are doing already. In the 
fall of 2020, I attempted to reach out to a company 
that provides tablets to inmates to see about getting 
preaching videos on the inmate’s tablets. After several 
unsuccessful attempts at finding out what needed to 
happen (10+), I began praying about it and asking 
God to allow us to have a presence on the tablets if 
it would be His will. In mid-summer 2022, I learned 
that Rock of Ages had been given the opportunity to 
place content on tablets with a different company. 
This company currently has 150K+ active users and 
has tablets in 25 different states. During our national 
conference at Gantt Street Baptist Church, Dr. Ellis 
announced that Rock of Ages would have a training 
class for those interested in helping edit the videos 
before being placed on these devices. With the help of 
several churches and individuals, the Lord has already 
sent in most of the money needed to purchase the new 
computer and other equipment required to produce a 
quality product. We still currently need approximately 
$1,000 to finish purchasing everything. If you would 
like to have a part in this, you may send any donations 
to Rock of Ages and simply memo it for acct 228. 
We are privileged to have a role in this new branch of 
ministry and are excited about what God can and will 
do with these videos. Each video will have a message 
preached by a Rock of Ages missionary. If you would 
like further information, please don’t hesitate to call 
me at (603) 630-9695.
